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NUMBER BATTLESHIP

Materials and Preparation:
Decide which game board you will use and print enough for each player 
to have one board. Copy on card stock and laminate for durability and 

reuse if desired

Directions for Play:
Put up a barrier between players.

Using an erasable pen, players mark off three “battleships.”  They 
should be”

2 numbers/boxes
3 numbers/boxes
4 number/boxes
5 number/boxes
6 number boxes

When it is the first players turn, s/he calls out a number. If it is a “hit,” 
the player puts a bingo chip or penny on the square. If it is a miss, the 

next player takes a turn.  

Game is complete when one player hits all the other players 
battleships.

When using coordinates, players guess using one letter and once 
number.

option: Players can keep track of their guesses on another board or 
using a different color pen on their own boards.
